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FY 2007: Message from the President
This year marked several significant milestones for SEI. Our vision and capacity are expanding, our
accomplishments are mounting, and our outcomes are soaring ever higher.  

With the support of the Edna McConnell Clark Foundation, SEI completed and began implementation of a
comprehensive new business plan to strengthen and expand our core program and prepare to replicate.
In the process, we have come to recognize that SEI’s unique approach is not only changing thousands of
young lives here in Portland, but has the potential to help synthesize a new national movement for 
positive youth development. Our immediate work has been defining and refining our systems, creating
and hiring key staff positions, and training staff at Overtown Youth Center in Miami as our first 
replication project. 

In June, our first SEI Academy class completed their three-year sojourn in our charter middle school.
These 42 students matriculated with greater confidence and academic skills (more than twice as many
met reading benchmark at the end of 8th grade as had when they entered 6th grade, surpassing the
statewide average), broader experiences, networks of positive relationships, and a greater ability to 
handle life’s challenges as they enter high school. Overall, it is clear that the SEI Academy is beginning to
close the achievement gap for African American students. 

And the outcomes in our core program were better than ever. 71% of our core students - 90% of whom
entered the program with signficant barriers to success - achieved a 3.0 grade point average or the
equivalent this year; 91% had 90% or better school attendance. And in 2007, 97% of our core seniors 
graduated from high school and 85% went on to post-secondary education. 

We are immensely grateful for the support and involvement of our donors and partners in FY 2007. You
make it possible to expand our reach so that more and more inner-city youth overcome barriers and 
realize their full potential. Together, we are transforming this community.
